But seek first the kingdom of God and His 

righteousness, and all these things shall be added to you 
(Matt. 6:33) 

 
• A zero before one is still one. But 

zero behind a one changes its 
value. If your position is not 
right, it doesn’t matter what 
you do on the planet. You must be 
in the right position in Christ in order for value to be 
added to you. In the kingdom who is the One? 
Christ. All of us start off as zeros. It doesn’t 
matter what we add to ourselves. Unless Christ is 

in His right position in our lives as the One, nothing else 
in our lives will make sense. 

• This generation values what you do, instead of 
relationship. 

• Relationship with the Word that became flesh must 
be first. Based upon my relationship with the Word, my 
value increases in the kingdom. If there’s no 
relationship, there can be no position.  

• Relationship with the Spirit. Jesus’ position has 
changed from walking the earth as the Son of Man to 

being seated at the right hand of the 
Father. Now the Holy Spirit is maintaining 
our relationship with Him. 

• You don’t create a relationship by 
yourself. Others have to come together 
with you by the Spirit of God and if there is 
no relationship that’s developed on both 
sides, you are not in a relationship. You 

are in a position. Position requires you; relationship 
requires two. 

• There are people that will not be able to relate to you 
because your position frightens them. After a while, if 
there’s no relationship, their position will change and 
they will move away from you.

• God is into relationship and position and some are so hungry for relationship that they 
forget position because position requires honor. When you honor somebody you 
honor their position.  

• If we don’t guard the position of the Holy Spirit and the spirit of relationship in 
God’s house, then worship becomes a form, the preaching is hypocrisy and the 
ministry is a lie because there is no position here of authority. 

• There’s a lie that says, “We’re all the same. God loves all of us.” Yes, He does, but 
He’s placed people in the Body: the apostle, prophet, pastor, teacher and evangelist. 
Those are positions. We may all be in relationship with the same God, but all of 
us don’t have the same position in the Body. And based upon your position more 
honour is due you. These positions require more judgment because they’re needed 
more than all of us. And because they are needed to equip the Body of Christ, the 
power of God will surround that gift more. 

• Adam and Eve had a relationship with their Father in the Garden. Every day they 
came to a position in the Garden and met with Him. But one day they disobeyed God 
because they were in a position they shouldn’t have been in. They heard something 
that they shouldn’t, disobeyed God and their relationship was affected. 

• To maintain your position and relationship: 1. Keep your heart open 2. Make a 
covenant with your leaders. 3. Pray in the spirit for those who hurt you. – Taken from 
the Apostolic Training Center, Sun.
